rom my position as Headmaster, | feel a strong

connection to the parents that choose to send their

children to Aidi - not just because | understand the
immense trust they are placing in our school to educate
their children, but because | am also one of them. My son
is currently studying in 6th grade in Aidi Primary School
and has been here all the way since kindergarten. For me,
as Headmaster, it is a somewhat unusual position to be in,
being both the service provider and the customer at the
same time. However, | find my son’s presence at the school
to be very advantageous, as it allows me to see Aidi from a
very unique perspective, with a very personal connection to
the people that matter the most to us, our students.

Being from the UK originally, people sometimes ask me
why | don’t send my son back home to a British boarding
school. The reason | choose not to is because | believe
that if my son went through a purely British school, he
would actually be missing out. For me, | have worked in
and experienced many different education systems over
the years and | see the value and strengths in each of
them. For example, | see great strength in the diligence
and hard work practiced in China, with quiet, respectful
students who understand the importance of practice
and dedication. This persistence in studying, the sheer
amount of time dedicated to it, is not something you will
commonly see in the West. However, what you will see is
a lot more experiential-based and project-based learning;
education that is primarily student-centred, that relies on the
imagination, creativity and innovation of its students, helping
them to discover themselves and their role in the world. At
Aidi, our philosophy is to merge these two approaches,
creating a system that has hard-working, diligent students,
but also ones that are creative and innovative, who can use
their critical thinking skills to develop their own ideas and
discover their own unique talents. This to me really is the
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best of both worlds, taking the strengths from Eastern and
Western education and combining them to create the best
possible education system possible for our students.

Another important aspect of a person’s development
is their understanding of the world, of different cultures
and languages and how they fit into the big picture of
a worldwide population of over 7 billion people. Part of
our founding philosophy at Aidi is to prepare students to
study overseas, giving them the opportunity to become
true global citizens, to be able to live, study, work and
succeed anywhere in the world. As someone that has
spent more than 1/3 of his life living and working overseas,
| can honestly say that my time abroad has empowered
me in so many ways, giving me a broader and more in-
depth understanding of the world and of different cultures,
enhancing my critical thinking skills and the effectiveness of
my communication, and leading me to live a more enriching
life. However, although | strongly believe in the importance
and benefits of becoming a multicultural citizen of the world,
it is also important not to lose sight of where you come
from. Understanding your own cultural history and heritage
can help you to understand yourself and the people around
you - it also provides understanding into local society and
traditions, which helps people feel a sense of belonging,
identity and pride. At Aidi, although we are fully committed
to developing global citizens, we also strongly recognise the
importance of each of our students understanding their own
unique history and heritage. This allows them to take the
best of their culture out into the world, enriching those that
they meet through sharing and understanding, helping to
spread a positive world view and helping others to become
more multicultural. To be proud of where you come from, to
be part of the global community - this is what it means to be
a graduate of Aidi.
