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There’s a girl. She has grown up with a
big, happy smile on her face. Everyone
says God bless her, she is so happy like an
innocent little princess. She’s such an
absolute delighted sweetheart in
everyone’s eyes. That girl is me, Maggie. I
have a secret that can explain why I keep a
beautiful smile all along. When I was a
toddler, my parents decided to help a
13-year-old girl Fan Ping, who was one of
my cousins from a poor village that went
to high school in Beijing. At the beginning,
she was a sweet and friendly girl. As long
as she lived in my house and got to know
me well, she gradually felt devoured of

jealousy of my richness, talent, and

happiness. The envy engulfed her soul and
swallowed up her humanity. During my
parents were out for businesses, Fan Ping
started to abuse and torture me secretly
with all kinds of inhumane ways. Every
single second I stayed with her was crueler
than hell.

My cousin eventually eloped with a
man who had been married, but the hurt
she gave me would never run away. I was
the smiling angel all the time. When I was
in the 5th grade, my only best friend’s
father died in a car accident. Her mom
couldn’t afford the tuition, so they moved
to a remote place. I never saw her again
since then. Everyone was surprised that I
didn’t cry a tear. I stayed positive, kept

smiling, and made new friends. When I

started middle school, I was in “the gang
of four”, which is a group that has me and
three of my best friends. They said they
were always shocked by my will of iron.
They’d been friends with me for 5 years;
they never saw me shed a single tear.
Whenever I broke up sadly with my
boyfriend, I failed my classes badly, I
fought fiercely with family, friends, or
teachers, or my close relatives passed
away...no tears, only smiles, that’s me,
Maggie. Sometimes people complimented
that my smile is so cute; I would touch my
face with my fingers; when I felt the small
dimples beside my slightly raised lips, I
would immediately realize: “Aha! You're

smiling again.

Not every action had the same
reaction, it's like smiles wouldn’t earn the
same smiles back. My friends started to
make wounding jokes of me.

They always

said
I'm so fat, ugly,
and stupid in very hurtful
ways. They thought I was so kind that I
wouldn't mind these blunt words, and I
would forgive them with a friendly smile
over and over again; some people thought I
was so cold; I didn't have feelings. I didn't
care about anything, and nothing could
upset me. I was an absolute-zero-
temperature person; some of them thought
I faked so much; I was so hypocritical that
I always used a polite smile to cover my
unclean heart. They gave me a nickname
“smiling monster”. The only thing I could

do is, put on a smile and let it go.

I still remembered the first time that I
started to truly read literature classics
instead of corny fictions. It was midnight.

Twinkling diamonds were distributedly

inlaid into the black velvet, the huge
jadeite gradually emerged from the plush.
I was curling up on my bed with a blanket
randomly covered half of my body, holding
a thick, heavy and a trifle yellowing book
with both of my hands. The pillow sank
down when I put my elbow up against it.
My fingers rubbed the corner of the page
from time to time. As I turned the page
gently, a pent-up lump came into my
throat, and it burned me badly. There was
an invisible needle pierced deeply into my
heart. I sniffed, half closed my eyes, took a
deep breath, and exhaled slowly. There
was something moistened my eyes and I
blinked quickly to let the wetness go away.
But in fact, blinking brought more
wetness. A few tears gathered in my eyes
drop by drop for the first, long time. After
more rustles of pages turning, a few tears
struggled in eyes and eventually trickled
down my cheeks soundlessly, and more
teardrops spilled out of my eyes shed down
gently one after another. Some of them
flew into my mouth secretly; I
thought tears tasted

sweet, but

actually,
they were so salty.
My pillow was gradually wet. I
closed the book, sighed softly, tilted my
head back, let the tears hovered in the eye
sockets. It was like I was trying to clench a
pile of sand in my hands. The more I held

back, the more flew out.

I was reading The Hunchback of
Notre-Dame by Victor Hugo (1802-1885).
It’s a famous French classic. I felt so
terrible for the old bell ringer, Quasimodo.
Everybody hated and spurned this
hunchback because he looked like a

terrified monster. Nobody cared for him or
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showed him a little bit kindness or
sympathy; the people he gave himself up to
love and protect all were afraid of him and
considered him as a demon; he always
suffered in silence and sacrificed himself
to be the bad guy in the sake of the people
he loved; nobody would like to look deeper
than his face, knowing that he has the face
of Satan but the heart of an angle. The
words of this book touched something
profound in the human psyche; the words
had souls. I felt a wave of warm fellow the
arteries to spread the whole body, and my
cells were warming up. Somehow, I felt

like I understood Notre Dame because we

were both so hurt and lonely, and no one
understood us. We hid ourselves deeply
inside, inside the mask we were wearing.
People only could see the film of the oil on
the surface, but they couldn’t see the clear

water hide under the oil.

Out of the clear blue sky, the tears
burst forth as the water from a dam.
Floods of tears coursed across my cheeks
and dropped off my chin. All of my
permanent anguish, chagrin, grievance,
fear I had to live with broke up like the

outburst of a volcano, and it
turned into tears in
this

moment.
My smiles, the
smiles that made me strong,
built me up, suddenly collapsed. My head
pressed against the wall, and I covered my
face with my hands. I trembled so hard
that I couldn’t even control my own body. I
didn’t know how to cry. I clutched my
clothes tightly, the weight of the world was
on my chest; I sobbed unceasingly from my
chest, it made me retch; the oxygen
around me was taken away, I was

coughing and gasping for the breath; my
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face was raw and my eyes were swollen
with heavy tears on lashes. I heard my
own crying, it sounded like the roar of a
lion who was freed from the cage and went
back to the nature, raw from the inside. I
kept forcing myself: Be strong! Pull
yourself together! Stop crying! Why can’t
you stop it? But another sound inside my
mind told me: “Maggie, it’s ok. You are

free.”

Since then, classic books became my
best friends. I could open myself up to
them and disclose my true feelings. I
unfasten the lashings that tied me up to
malformation; I had my natural shape
again. I felt free. As I took off my mask, I
could breathe the air freely; the sweet,
fresh air from books. Everything changed
when I was reading. I didn't feel lonely
anymore. The characters of books took me
into their worlds. Everything in the other
parallel world was so wonderful,
mysterious, and magical. All of them
skimmed across in front of my eyes, that
was a fantastic trip I never had before.
Jane Eyre, Heathcliff, Baoyu Jia and
Daiyu Lin...I had so many true friends.
They laughed with me, cried with me, and
even when I was sleeping, they popped up
in my dreams that made me feel secure.

They made me whole.

Reading ignited the fire of writing. I
read, the characters lived in my head, and
the plot line became my timeline every
day. The spindrifts of reading lapped
against the rock of inspiration, and the
flow of ideas rushed into my ocean fiercely.
How could I resist the temptation to write
when floods of muses swarmed in? I locked
up myself once, I couldn’t lock up myself

again.

August 17th, 2013, I typed my first
word on the computer when I was 12. The
feeling was odd, but I liked the music when
I knocked on the keyboards. The first time
I tried to write wasn’t very successful. My
thought was chaotic and I even didn’t
understand myself. There were too many
thoughts struggled in my head. I couldn’t
compose myself. I was lost. I was standing
in the middle of a crossroad among the
dense fog, wondering where should I go.
Then, I saw the dawn, and a pair of hands
hold mine with the warm palms to lead me
to the right path. When the guider turned
around and smiled at me, that was the face
of my mom. Yes, she pulled me out of the
fog. Every time she would listen to me
word by word when I was stumbling my
new afflatus, even though she was busy as
hell; every time I wrote she was always by
my side, guided me when I was perplexed,
and corrected me when I put my feet in the
wrong way; she would offer proposals to
complete my thought; she cleaned my
thoughts just like she cleaned my mess
when I was a kid. She told me gently:
“Honey, don’t worry about anything. Just
turn your strong feelings into words.”

I did listen to her. I stopped faking
long fictional stories and instead, I turned
my true strong feelings into words. I got
the distress of my past memories out of my
chest and released the depression; I
thought the world lacked love, then I
started to write His Name. It’s a short
story about how did love change a village.
I was shocked that this story got millions
of views on the internet and was published
by a magazine publisher; I thought the
pollution in Beijing was a disaster, so I
created The Logger to express the pain of
contamination, and it was published by
e-Renlai Journal; I felt bad about food

wasting, so I wrote The Virtues Of
Cleaning Your Dish to propose everyone
saving food. Beyond my expectation, it was
granted “The Highest Award” in “The 9th
Writing Contest in Mainland-Taiwan in
2015”. More successes gave me more
passions and desires to write. I depicted
my special experiences in words including
my special American life. My classmates
and teachers were startled that how could
a girl who has a silly smile every day write
so maturely. I realized that I wasn’t the
girl I used to be anymore. I was real and...
happy. Every time I looked upon to the
bookshelf with all of my writing honor
certificates, I felt so happy. I used to be a
stream which flew secretly under the frost;
now the sun melted the frost, and I surged
toward to the ocean fearlessly with the

warmth of the sun.

Reading taught me to cry and writing
taught to smile again, from the bottom of
my heart. My journey with literature was
just started, and it would be an endlessly
happy journey. I like this quote by Victor
Hugo: “The book is the tool for
transforming the soul. What man needs is
an enlightening nourishment. And reading

is the nourishment that needed.”
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“Yeah! I finally got an A in Math!!!”
thank you Bella shouted Lillian. She was
so excited and gave me a huge bear hug. I
was so proud of her not only because of her
top score, but more importantly, because of
the lesson I had learned about myself.

Actually, the first time I met Lillian
was in the locker room, behind the scenes,
on the grade eleven Honors Day awards
presentation. She was to begin the show by
singing, and I had my “Top Ten Students”
awards. I saw her beautiful reflection in
the mirror; she was wearing a silver
flowing gorgeous gown with what looked
like tiny flakes of snow. She looked like a
princess, while I had my normal school

uniform suit, consisting of: a white shirt,

burgundy jacket, grey slacks and the
burgundy necktie which looks like a stupid
male painter. Conversely, Lillian’s singing
ability was fully appreciated by the
audience.
